The Bachelor's Degree is awarded to students who have successfully completed all courses in the curriculum, and have

obtained a cumulative grade point average (CPGA) of at least 2.00 on a 4.00 scale.
Objectives
The Biology department, is within the Faculty of Sciences and Literature. The department has set up a number of practical laboratories such as the
molecular biology and genetics, microbiology, physiology, and biochemistry laboratories. In the first year, core courses such as general biology,
chemistry, mathematics, physics, and basic computer skills provide students with a strong scientific background. In the second and third year, students
are required to take the following core courses: cell biology, microbiology, biochemistry, molecular biology, genetics, molecular genetics, and
physiology. In the fourth year, students can select from the following technical electives courses: Clinical microbiology, virology, biostatistics,
biotechnology and genetic engineering, immunology, cancer biology, bioinformatics, microbial genetics, population genetics & evolution, evolutionary
biometry, toxicology and mushroom and poisoning. In addition, biology students can also choose courses from following departments courses as
technical and non - technical electives, Chemistry, Genetics and Bioengineering, Environmental Engineering, Computer Engineering, Mathematics,
Physics, Geography, Psychology, Philosophy and Sociology. The teaching program offers students a solid background in the field of molecular
biology and genetics, molecular microbiology and biotechnology. In addition courses such as bioinformatics (computational biology) and evolutionary
biometry are being taught to keep up with the advancement in the biological sciences. The department offers Bachelor of Science (BS) degree in
Biology.

(EX) The (EX) grade shall be given to students who are entitled to non-credit exemption after the relevant examination held by the relevant department with regard
to courses specified by the University Senate. The (EX) grade is not included in point averages but shown in transcripts.

(NI) The (NI) grade is given with respect to non-credit courses taken within the academic programme(s) the student is enrolled at. This grade is indicated on the
student's transcript along with the grade in letters the student has received from the relevant course. Such courses are also considered within the scope of the course
load specified in Article 15 of the Regulations and are not taken into account in point average calculations. (NI) courses cannot be repeated.

(NA) The (NA) grade shall be given by the lecturer to a student who fails to fulfill the requirements of attending a course or to satisfy the requisites of course
applications. The (NA) grade is treated as an (F) when calculating point average.

Grade Point Averages: A student's academic performance is determined at the end of each semester in the form of Grade Point Average (GPA) and Cumulative
Grade Point Average (CGPA). The total grade points for a course are obtained by multiplying the grade point of the letter grade by the credit hours. In order to
obtain the GPA for any given semester, the total grade points earned in that semester are divided by the total credit hours. The CGPA is calculated by taking into
account all the courses taken for credit by a student from the beginning of entrance to the University.
