The Masters Degree is awarded to students who have successfully completed all courses in the curriculum, and have obtained
a cumulative grade point average (CPGA) of at least 2.50 on a 4.00 scale. Masters thesis must be completed.
Objectives

The International Relations Department at Fatih University offers an M.A. degree for students with bachelor's degrees interested in international
relations at an advanced level. The program is interdisciplinary focusing on the study of the changing relations among nation states, including their
political, economic, and cultural interactions. Given that international issues are becoming increasingly important, complex, and diversified and that
there are conflicting interpretations and a variety of competing solutions offered related to these issues, the acquisition of analytical skills is
emphasized, and courses are basically designed as seminars in which student participation is essential. For those who have undergraduate degrees in
fields other than international relations, a one-year program of academic preparation is required. Upon completion of this one-year program, students
proceed with their M.A. courses.  The students in the program are required to complete 24 credit hours of coursework before they embark on their
master theses. This corresponds to eight courses which generally take students two terms to complete. To prepare students for their thesis work, short
weekly papers are submitted for each course and research papers constitute a major part of course requirements. The courses included in the program
are: Selected Topics in International Relations, American Foreign Policy, Selected Topics in Middle East Politics, Turkey and the Caucasus Region,
Conduct of Foreign Policy, and Turkey and the Middle East. There are also a variety of elective courses offered by other departments that students may
choose from. During the second year, students work on writing their theses.

The relevant vocational school executive board shall provide credit equivalence and harmonization of grades with respect to the courses taken in student exchange
programmes.

(U) The (U) grade is awarded to students who fail to pass the courses not included in point averages.

(P) The (P) grade is given to students who pursue courses not included in point averages.

(EX) The (EX) grade shall be given to students who are entitled to non-credit exemption after the relevant examination held by the relevant department with regard
to courses specified by the University Senate. The (EX) grade is not included in point averages but shown in transcripts.

(NI) The (NI) grade is given with respect to non-credit courses taken within the academic programme(s) the student is enrolled at. This grade is indicated on the
student's transcript along with the grade in letters the student has received from the relevant course. Such courses are also considered within the scope of the course
load specified in Article 15 of the Regulations and are not taken into account in point average calculations. (NI) courses cannot be repeated.

(NA) The (NA) grade shall be given by the lecturer to a student who fails to fulfill the requirements of attending a course or to satisfy the requisites of course
applications. The (NA) grade is treated as an (F) when calculating point average.

Grade Point Averages: A student's academic performance is determined at the end of each semester in the form of Grade Point Average (GPA) and Cumulative
Grade Point Average (CGPA). The total grade points for a course are obtained by multiplying the grade point of the letter grade by the credit hours. In order to
obtain the GPA for any given semester, the total grade points earned in that semester are divided by the total credit hours. The CGPA is calculated by taking into
account all the courses taken for credit by a student from the beginning of entrance to the University.

The Basic Structure of the Turkish National Education System consists of four main stages as pre-school education, primary education, secondary education and
higher education.

Pre-school education consists of non-compulsory programmes whereas primary education is a compulsory 8 year programme for all children beginning from the age
of 6. The secondary education system includes “General High Schools” and “Vocational and Technical High Schools™.

Higher Education is defined as all post-secondary programmes with a duration of at least two years. The system consists of universities (state and non-profit
foundation) and other types of higher education institutions (police and military academies and foundation vocational schools). Each university consists of faculties
and schools offering First Cycle (Bachelor's level) programmes (240 ECTS), two year vocational higher schools offering Short Cycle (Associate’s level) programmes
(120 ECTS) of a strictly vocational nature and also graduate schools administering graduate programmes.,

The Higher Education Law No. 2547 is the main law, which governs the higher education in Turkey. All universities (both state and non-profit foundation) are
subject to the same law and regulations/rules. All state and non-profit foundation universities are founded by Law. The Higher Education System is regulated by the
Council of Higher Education (Yiiksek Ogretim Kurulu-YOK) established in 1981, the Council regulates the activities of higher education institutions with respect to
research, governing, planning and organization.

Admission to higher education is based on a nation-wide Student Selection Examination (O88). The examination is held once a year and is administered by the
Student Selection and Placement Center (OSYM). Candidates gain access to institutions of higher education based on their composite scores consisting of the scores
on the selection examination and their high school grade point averages.

Graduate level of study consists of the Second Cycle (Master's Degree) and the Third Cycle (PhD/Doctorate Degree) programmes. There are two types of Master’s
programmes: with or without a thesis. The Master’s programmes with a thesis have 120 ECTS and consist of a minimum of seven courses, with a minimum of 21
national credits*, one seminar course, and a thesis, The seminar course and thesis are non-credit and graded on a pass/fail basis. The duration of the Master’s
programmes with a thesis is four semesters. Non-thesis Master’s programmes have 90 ECTS and consist of a minimum of 10 courses with a minimum of 30 national
credits and a non-credit semester project. The semester project is graded on a pass/fail basis. Duration of the non-thesis Master’s programmes is three semesters. PhD
programmes have 240 ECTS and duration of eight semesters which consists of completion of a minimum of seven courses, with a minimum of 21 national credits,
passing a qualifying examination, preparing and defending a doctoral dissertation. Specialization in Medicine accepted as equivalent to third cycle programmes are
carried out within the faculties of medicine, university hospitals and the training hospitals owned by the Ministry of Health.

Since 2003, a change in the 1996 Regulations on Graduate Education allows Bachelor’s degree holders to PhD programmes if their performance at the Bachelor’s
degree level is exceptionally high and their application is approved. For these students, the theoretical part of the PhD programmes consists of a minimum of 14
courses, with a minimum of 42 national credits.
